Abstract
Islam has known a long tradition of socio-religious reform, renewal, and revival, one that goes well beyond 
Muslim encounters with Europe in the early modern era but was profoundly altered in the modern age, 
modifying Muslim understandings of religion, culture, and society. In spite of deep-going socio-cultural and 
political change, or perhaps precisely because of it, the conditions of legitimate innovation remain contested 
among Islamic scholars, thinkers, and activists. The talk will address core elements of these debates, such 
as the distinction between techniques and values, the role of reason, and the notion of utility, as well as 
the socio-political conditions under which they take place, with special emphasis on the Arab Middle East.
